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GLOBAL ECONOMIC SCENARIO

 Economic activities were accelerating in almost all regions of the world 

during last year and the global economy was projected to grow at 3.9 percent 

in 2018 and 2019. One year later, much has changed: the escalation of 

US–China trade tensions, macroeconomic stress in Argentina and Turkey, 

disruptions to the auto sector in Germany, tighter credit policies in China, and 

financial tightening alongside the normalization of monetary policy in the 

larger advanced economies have all contributed to a significantly weakened 

global expansion, especially in the second half of 2018.

 With this weakness expected to persist into the first half of 2019, the 

World Economic Outlook (WEO) projects a decline in growth in 2019 for 70 

percent of the global economy. Global growth, which peaked at close to 4 

percent in 2017, softened to 3.6 percent in 2018, and is projected to decline 

further to 3.3 percent in 2019. Although a 3.3 percent global expansion is still 

reasonable, the outlook for many countries is very challenging with 

considerable uncertainties in the short term, especially as advanced 

economy growth rates converge toward their modest long-term potential. 

While global growth could surprise favourably if trade differences are 

resolved quickly so that business confidence rebounds and investor 

sentiment strengthens further, the balance of risks to the outlook remains on 

the downside. A further escalation of trade tensions and the associated 

increases in policy uncertainty could further weaken growth.

 Similarly, as per OECD Interim Economic Projections, the global 

expansion continues to lose momentum. Global growth is projected to ease 

further to 3.3% in 2019 and 3.4% in 2020, with downside risks continuing to 

build. Growth has been revised downwards in almost all G20 economies, 

with particularly large revisions in the euro area in both 2019 and 2020. 

INDIAN ECONOMIC ENVIRONMENT

 The Indian economy retained its tag of the fastest growing major 

economy in the world in FY 2018-19 for a second year in a row as it continued 

its climb on an upward growth path. The economy registered a growth rate of 

7% during the 2018-19 period as per advance estimates of the Central 

Statistical Office. 

 The economy is projected to grow at the rate of 7.5% during 2019, 

expanding further to 7.7% during 2020 as per the International Monetary 

Fund (IMF) World Economic Outlook January update. The growth rates for 

the economy are pegged much higher than the global growth rates for the 

same years, at 3.5% and 3.6% for 2019 and 2020 respectively, thus placing 

the economy on a solid footing even amidst growing global uncertainties. 

 The Indian economy witnessed robust industrial growth during FY 

2018-19 and the momentum is expected to continue next year as well. The 

Index of Industrial Production (IIP) with base 2011-12 for the April-January 

period for 2018-19 registered a 4.4% increase over the corresponding period 

for the previous year. On the trade front, Indian exports grew by 3.74% over 

January 2018 to reach US$ 26.36 billion in January 2019. Drugs and 

pharmaceuticals, organic and inorganic chemicals and readymade 

garments were the top performing commodity groups with growth rates of 

15.2 %, 15.56% and 9.33% respectively. 

INDIAN BANKING SCENARIO

The Indian banking system consists of 27 public sector banks, 21 private 
sector banks, 49 foreign banks, 56 regional rural banks, 1,562 urban 
cooperative banks and 94,384 rural cooperative banks, in addition to 
cooperative credit institutions.

As of Q3 FY19 @ total credit extended by commercial banks surged to Rs 
93,751.17 billion (US$ 1,299.39 billion) and deposits grew to Rs 120,818.92 
billion (US$ 1,866.22 billion). Assets of public sector banks stood at US$ 
1,557.04 billion in FY18.

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The year 2018-19 also witnessed the success of the three-way 
amalgamation of Bank of Baroda, Vijaya Bank and Dena Bank. Mergers in 
India are essentially a bail-out exercise. But unlike in the past, where failed 
private banks were merged with public banks to save depositors, the 
amalgamation between these three, albeit forced, is consolidation of banks 
under the same promoter to achieve economies of scale and to eliminate 
duplication. Indian banks are increasingly focusing on adopting integrated 
approach to risk management. Banks have already embraced the 
international banking supervision accord of Basel II, and majority of the 
banks already meet capital requirements of Basel III, which has a deadline of 
March 31, 2019.

 The Reserve Bank of India in its latest Financial Stability Report 
acknowledged that gross bad loans would slide in fiscal 2019, the first since 
2015. 

 Concerns over asset quality have eased and banks with higher 
provisions would show stronger balance sheet. Now, how quick they can 
take the growth path will hinge on their ability to raise capital. 

 The recapitalisation of weak banks is expected to boost credit growth, 
especially to small businesses, as well as help PSU banks meet capital 
requirements. It is also aimed at helping them come out of Reserve Bank of 
India's (RBI) prompt corrective action (PCA) framework.

 Coupled with a steady rate cut during Monetary Policy committee 
(MPC), and its decisive action on liquidity infusion into the system recently 
through a combination of instruments, RBI is clearly looking to use monetary 
tools to stimulate economic growth.

 Apart from repo rate cuts, RBI has been increasing systemic liquidity 
through a combination of tools, including buying government securities from 
the market through its open market operations (OMO) and conducting three-
year dollar-rupee currency swaps.The Reserve Bank of India had infused 
total liquidity of Rs 2.98 lakh crore in the market in 2018-19

 Reserve Bank of India (RBI) has decided to set up Public Credit 
Registry (PCR) an extensive database of credit information which is 
accessible to all stakeholders. The Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code 
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2017 Bill has been passed and is expected to 
strengthen the banking sector.

Security Committee, Chief Information Security Officer (CISO) are in 
place. Revamped Information Security policy incorporating the various 
guidelines and stipulations mentioned in the report has been approved 
by Board and is in place. The progress of implementation of GKC 
recommendations are reviewed by IT Strategy Committee of the Board 
and Board of Directors on quarterly basis. The Bank has also 
formulated Cyber Security Policy and Cyber Crisis Management Plan. 
The policy highlighted the risks from cyber threats and the measures to 
address/mitigate these risks.

v Information Security and Risk Management- As banks adopt 
sophisticated technology to face challenges in the emerging realities of 
banking, they are increasingly exposed to technology risk. It is 
therefore imperative for each bank to work out appropriate IT risk 
management strategies to secure its most vital information asset and 
ensure that related risk management systems and processes are 
strengthened on continual basis to secure both present and future 
banking activities. Bank’s Information Security Policy and Information 
Technology Policy have already taken these aspects into 
consideration. 

 Gross NPA of the Bank increased to ₹388.22 crore as on 31.03.2019 

from ₹. 167.48 crore as on 31.03.2018. The Bank endeavors to recover and 

upgrade recently added NPA accounts along with old NPA accounts during 
the current financial year. Net NPA to Net Advances stood at 5.77% level.     

INVESTMENT OPERATIONS

Total Investments of the Bank in various securities stood at ₹1533.53 crore 

as on 31.03.2019 against ₹ 1704.76 crore on 31.03.2018. Out of total 

investments, 43.17% securities have been “marked to market” in “Available 
for Sale (AFS) category & Held for Trading (HFT)” and rest 56.83% is 
classified under “Held to Maturity (HTM)” category.

The investment transactions were taken with a view to maximize yield, 
protect portfolio against depreciation and simultaneously ensuring sufficient 
liquidity.

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PROFITABILITY

Operating Profit of the Bank increased to ₹ 109.31 crore as on 31st March, 

2019 against ₹  97.68 crore as on 31st March, 2018 showing growth of 

11.91%. After making all provisions for estimated liabilities, the Net Profit of 

the Bank stood at ₹ 26.88 crore as on 31st March, 2019, against ₹ 48.88 crore 

as on 31st March, 2018, showing decline of 45.02%. Business per branch 

increased to ₹ 78.64 crore as on 31.03.2019 in comparison to last year’s₹ 

78.63 crore as on 31.03.2018. It is submitted that during the financial year 
2018-19, Twenty Four (24) Branches of the Bank were in loss. Out of these 
24 branches, Four (04) branches were opened before 2009-10 and two (02) 
branches were opened after 2009-10 up to 2012-13. Four (04) branches had 
incurred losses which were opened in 2013-14, two (02) branch in 2014-15, 
One (01) branch in 2015-16, Six (06) branches in 2016-2017 and Three (03) 
branches in 2017-18 and remaining  two (02) branches was opened during 
the current financial year 2018-19.

INTERNAL CONTROL SYSTEM

CIAD Department of the Bank is promoting effective control on the affairs of 
the Bank at a reasonable cost.  The ‘Risk Based Internal Audit’ system has 
been suitably adopted to have better supervision and control. Audit 
committee of the Board is also being assisted by CIAD Department to 
discharge its obligations more effectively. Bank has complied with the 
directives of the regulator in respect of coverage of stipulated business 
under concurrent audit system. 

SOCIAL COMMITMENT

The Bank has maintained its focus on meeting commitments under social 
banking even in the era of increased competition and stress on profitability. 
Priority sector lending targets continued to be surpassed. Lending to priority 
sector stood at Rs. 1,964 crore during the year and constituted 56.48% of 
Adjusted Net Bank Credit. Whereas agriculture credit stood at Rs. 786.24 
crore constituting 22.61% of Adjusted Net Bank Credit, against the minimum 
norms of 18% laid down by the Reserve Bank of India, for the purpose.

Financial Inclusion Plan (FI)

In compliance to the directives of the Reserve Bank of India, and 
Government of India in this regard, our Bank has already initiated process for 
implementation of Financial Inclusion Plan, duly approved by the Board of 
Directors in its meeting held on 7th May 2010.  Detailed FI Plan of the Bank 
for the period 2016-19 was submitted to Reserve Bank of India, as approved 
by the Board.

Bank is required to equip a total of 95 Centres with BC Agents covering 425 
outlets (villages) by March 2019, under the FI Plan 2016-19.Bank has 
deployed 76 BCs at various Sub Services Areas of branches covering 340 
villages as on 31 March, 2019. We expect that during the F.Y. 2019-20, we 
shall be able to provide B.C. Agents in all the remaining 19 Sub Service 
Areas covering 85 villages.

Atal Pension Yojna/Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojna/Pradhan 
Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojna

Our Bank has been participating in all the abpve schemes and enrolled 1708 
persons under APY, 25,535 persons under PMSBY and 9,842 persons under 
PMJJBY so far and we hope that branches will further add to the figure 
significantly by an increase of 20% over and above 31st March, 2019. The 
Bank will lay Special emphasis on Atal pension Yojna (APY) during the year.

BRANCH NETWORK & EXPANSION PROGRAMME     

The Bank has opened -02- new branches during the year increasing its tally 
to 139 as on 31.03.2019. The Bank is proposing to open 11 more branches in 
F.Y. 2019-20.

BRANCH NETWORK & EXPANSION PROGRAMME

The Bank had been successful in widening its network across North India 
with 139 branches. The Bank has opened 02 new branches during the 
financial year 2018-19. The branch network now covers 05 States/Union 
Territories. The Bank plans to open 11 new Branches in the financial year 
2019-20.

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CORPORATE GOVERNANCE   

Bank recognizes the importance of corporate governance at all levels. The 
Bank is not only complying with statutory requirements in this regard but 
endeavoring to serve the best to all its stakeholders including Shareholders, 
Customers, Government and Public at large. The Bank’s philosophy on 
Corporate Governance is to stick to highest level of transparency, all fair and 
accurate disclosures to the Government & Regulatory Authorities and other 
Stakeholders’, as required under relevant laws, to maintain a high level of 
business ethics to maximize shareholders’ value and to protect their interest. 
The Bank has formulated a Code of Conduct for its Directors on the Board 
and its Senior Management including personnel’s forming Core 
Management Team and functional Heads of the Bank. 

As a part of good Corporate Governance, a status report is also placed 
before the Board each year for Board’s review at the commencement of 
Financial Year.

GREEN INITIATIVE UNDER CORPORATE GOVERNANCE

“GREEN INITIATIVE” was introduced by The Ministry of Corporate Affairs as 
a part of Corporate Governance, in order to promote paperless compliances 
through electronic mode. This is to facilitate early communication of the 
documents and evade loss of statutory documents in postal transit. In this 
regard, we have initiated to send e-mail to the shareholders’ who have 
registered their e-mail addresses with the Bank and facilitating them with a 
link on the Bank’s website, providing free access to documents of the Bank 
like Notice of Annual General Meeting, Annual Report of the Bank which, 
inter-alia, includes Directors' Report and Auditors' Report etc. in order to 
make it more convenient to the shareholders of the Bank to access Statutory 
documents. 

DEMATERISATION OF SHARES

Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA), vide notification dated September 10, 
2018 has made it mandatory for issuance of securities in demat form only by 
unlisted public companies and that with effect from October 02, 2018, issue 
of further shares and transfer of all shares by unlisted public companies shall 
be in dematerialized form only. Following is a gist of the same:

• Every holder of securities of an unlisted public company, who intends to 
transfer such securities on or after October 02, 2018, shall get such 
securities dematerialised before the transfer;

• Every holder of securities of an unlisted public company, who 
subscribes to any securities of an unlisted public company (whether by way 
of private placement or bonus shares or rights offer) on or after October 02, 
2018 shall ensure that all his existing securities are held in dematerialized 
form before such subscription;

• Every unlisted public company shall facilitate dematerialisation of all its 
existing securities by making necessary application to a depository and shall 
secure International Security Identification Number (ISIN) for each type of 
security and shall inform all its existing security holders about such facility;

In relation to the above, the Bank has appointed M/s Karvy Fintech Private 
Limited as‘Registrar and Share Transfer Agent’ for dematerialization of 
shares of the Bank. The shareholders were requested to get their shares 
dematerialized for smooth uninterrupted services at our end.

TRANSFER OF SHARES TO INVESTORS EDUCATION PROTECTION 
FUND (IEPF)

In terms of section 124(6) of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Investor 
Education and Protection Fund Authority (Accounting, Audit, Transfer and 
Refund) Rules, 2016 (Rules), as amended from time to time, shares of the 
Company (Bank) in respect of which dividends for seven consecutive years 
or more remaining unpaid or unclaimed are liable to be transferred to the 
demat account of the IEPF authority.

RISK MANAGEMENT

Risk is an integral part of the banking business and the Bank aims to achieve 
an appropriate trade-off between risk and returns. The Bank is exposed to 
various risks that are an inherent part of any banking business. The major 
risks are credit risk, market risk, liquidity risk and operational risk. To ensure 
sustainable and consistent growth, the Bank has developed a sound risk 
management framework so that the risks assumed by the Bank are properly 
assessed and monitored. It may be noted that the ultimate responsibility for 
setting up the risk management framework lies with the Board of the Bank. 
The Board has also constituted a Risk Management Committee of the Board 
which oversees the interlinkages among different type of risks. 

The Bank has a comprehensive Internal Capital Adequacy Assessment 
Process and stress test policy. The Pillar 2 risks such as Liquidity Risk, 
Interest Rate Risk, Concentration Risk and Capital Adequacy under both 
normal and stressed conditions are assessed as per the extant policies. A 
brief outline of the mechanism for identifying, evaluating and managing 
various risks within the Bank is as follows:-

ASSET LIABILITY MANAGEMENT (ALM) 

Liquidity Risk is the inability to meet expected and unexpected cash and 
collateral obligations at reasonable cost. At the Bank, the liquidity risk is 
measured and monitored through Stock Approach and other prudential 
stipulations as per RBI’s extant guidelines. The Bank has implemented the 
Basel III Framework on Liquidity Standards - Liquidity Coverage Ratio 
(LCR), Liquidity Risk Monitoring Tools and LCR Disclosure Standards. The 
LCR Standard aims to ensure that banks maintain an adequate level of 
unencumbered High - Quality Liquid Assets that can be converted into cash 
to meet liquidity needs for a 30-calendar days’ time horizon under a 
significantly severe liquidity stress scenario specified by supervisors. The 
Bank has always been well above the stipulated level of LCR. Interest Rate 
Risk in the Banking Book (IRRBB) arises due to mismatch between rate 
sensitive assets and liabilities which may adversely impact the 
earnings/economic value of equity of the Bank with the change in interest 
rates. The Bank uses risk management tools such as Traditional Gap 
Analysis, Earning at Risk and Modified Duration of Equity for the 
measurement and monitoring of Interest rate risk in the banking book. The 
short term impact of interest rate movements on Net Interest Income [NII] is 
calculated through the ‘Earnings at Risk’ approach. The long-term impact of 
interest rate movements is measured and monitored through change in 
Market Value of Equity (MVE).

The policy framework for liquidity and interest rate risk management is 
established in the Bank’s ALM Policy which is guided by regulatory 
instructions. Bank’s Asset Liability Committee (ALCO) ensures that liquidity 
risk and interest rate risk are within the tolerance limits. Additionally, your 
Bank has a comprehensive Board approved stress testing programme 
covering liquidity and interest rate risk which is aligned with the regulatory 
guidelines. 

CREDIT RISK 

Credit Risk is defined as the possibility of losses associated with the 
reduction in the credit quality of borrowers or counterparties from outright 
default of reduction in portfolio value. Your Bank’s Credit Risk management 
is governed by a comprehensive and well-defined Loan Policy and Credit 
Risk Management Policy which is approved by the Board. To manage the 
undue concentration risk in the portfolios, the Bank has put in place 
prudential caps across industries, sectors and borrowers. In accordance 
with the RBI guidelines, Bank is currently on the Standardized Approach for 
credit risk.

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MARKET RISK

Market Risk implies the risk of loss of earnings or economic value due to 
adverse changes in market rates or prices of trading portfolio. The change in 
economic value of different market products is largely a function of change in 
factors such as interest rates, exchange rates, economic growth and 
business confidence. The Bank has well defined policies to control and 
monitor its treasury functions which undertake Market Risk positions. The 
Bank measures and monitors interest rate risk in its trading book through 
modified duration approach on quarterly basis. At a transaction level, stop 
loss limits have been prescribed and implemented. Under its stress testing 
framework, the Bank conducts comprehensive stress tests of its trading 
book portfolio on a quarterly basis.

OPERATIONAL RISK 

Operational Risk implies the risk of loss resulting from inadequate or failed 
internal processes, people and systems or from external events. This 
includes legal risk, but excludes strategic and reputation risks. The 
Operational Risk is calculated using the Basic Indicator Approach.

LIQUIDITY COVERAGE RATIO (LCR)

The Liquidity Coverage Ratio (LCR) is a global minimum standard for bank 
liquidity. The ratio aims to ensure that a bank has an adequate stock of 
unencumbered high-quality liquid assets (HQLA) that can be converted into 
cash easily and immediately to meet its liquidity needs for a 30 calendar day 
liquidity stress scenario. In June 2014, RBI released Basel III Framework on 
Liquidity Standards- Liquidity Coverage Ratio (LCR), Liquidity Risk 
Monitoring Tools and LCR Disclosure Standards. Based on the guidelines, 
LCR became effective on January 1, 2015 with minimum requirement for the 
ratio is at 60%, increasing in equal annual increments to reach 100% on 
January 1, 2019. As per the prevailing guidelines on March 2019, your 
Bank’s monthly average LCR, for the quarter ended March 31, 2019 was 
above the present minimum requirement i.e. 100%.

BASEL III IMPLEMENTATION 

The Basel III capital regulations have been implemented by Indian banks 
with effect from April 1, 2013. To ensure smooth transition to Basel III, 
appropriate transitional arrangements have been made with capital 
requirement and disclosures at consolidated level which are to be disclosed 
with the publication of financial results have been provided for meeting the 
minimum Basel III capital ratios, full regulatory adjustments to the 
components of capital. This implementation requires enhanced quality and 
quantity of capital on one side and more elaborate disclosure on the other. 
The bank is adequately capitalized as per the current requirements under 
Basel III.

MARGINAL COST OF FUNDS BASED LENDING RATE (MCLR)

The Reserve Bank of India has brought a new methodology of setting lending 
rate by commercial banks under the name Marginal Cost of Funds based 
Lending Rate (MCLR). It has modified the existing base rate system from 
April 2016 onwards.  

As per the new guidelines by the RBI, banks have to prepare Marginal Cost 
of Funds based Lending Rate (MCLR) which will be the internal benchmark 
lending rates. Based upon this MCLR, interest rate for different types of 
customers should be fixed in accordance with their riskiness. 

Our Bank has implemented Marginal Cost of Funds Based Lending Rate 
(MCLR) w.e.f 1st April 2016.

Board of Directors in its meeting dated 28th April 2016 authorized the Asset 
Liability Committee (ALCO) of the bank to finalize Marginal Cost of Funds 
Based Lending Rate (MCLR) and methodology of computation of Marginal 
Cost of Funds Based Lending Rate (MCLR) for the bank. Banks are required 
to review the Marginal Cost of Funds Based Lending Rate (MCLR) at least 
once in a quarter/once in month with the approval of the Board or the Asset

Our Bank has decided to compute MCLR at 
quarterly basis (for year 2016-17) as per RBI directives. From April, 2017 
onwards MCLR is being  reviewed on monthly basis. 

According to the RBI guideline, actual lending rates will be determined by 
adding the components of spread to the MCLR. Spread means that banks 
can charge higher interest rate depending upon the riskiness of the 
borrower.  Existing loans and credit limits linked to the Base Rate may 
continue till repayment or renewal, as the case may be. Existing borrowers 
will also have the option to move to the Marginal Cost of Funds based 
Lending Rate (MCLR) linked loan at mutually acceptable terms.

Powerful element of the MCLR system form the monetary policy angle is that 
banks have to revise their marginal cost on a monthly basis. According to the 
RBI guideline, “Banks will review and publish their MCLR of different 
maturities every month on a pre-announced date.” Such a monthly revision 
will compel the banks to consider the change in repo rate change if any made 
by the RBI during the month. 

RISK BASED SUPERVISION (RBS)

The Department of Banking Supervision (DBS) at RBI has adopted a Risk 
Based Supervisory (RBS) approach for Review of Supervisory Processes of 
Commercial Banks. The RBS framework has been named as “Supervisory 
Program for Assessment of Risk and Capital (SPARC)” and one of its 
important components/ tools employed in the process is the “Integrated Risk 
and Impact Scoring (IRISc)” Model. RBS is driven by Offsite as well as Onsite 
supervision which requires a Bank to put in place robust systems for data 
collection and compilation process and reporting. RBS was rolled out in your 
Bank in 2015-16 supervisory cycles. SPARC is risk focused and intended to 
increase the effectiveness of the supervisory process. The two major areas 
of assessment under SPARC are Risk and Capital Assessment. The risk 
assessment for a Bank covers the inherent risks, risks due to gaps in controls 
for the inherent risks, risks due to gaps in the Governance & Oversight as 
also the culture and degree of compliance to regulatory requirements. These 
assessments together determine the Aggregate Risk for a Bank. The 
Aggregate Risk and Capital Available together determine the Risk of Failure 
Score (RoFS) for a Bank. Your Bank has successfully completed the three 
cycle under SPARC and is now well positioned to embark on the fourth 
supervisory cycle of 2018-19.

CREDIT MONITORING

Credit Monitoring is an integral part of lending activity to maintain the quality 
of assets and recover dues in time as per schedule. In an effort for a 
regimented approach for monitoring of credit portfolio, a full fledged 
department headed by an Associate Vice President at Head Office level is 
made functional in the bank. The bank has put in place an effective 
monitoring of credit portfolio which includes account specific monitoring, 
stock audits & credit audits as per board approved policy to have constant 
watch over borrowal accounts & to take prompt corrective action to improve 
quality of credit portfolio of bank.

MARKETING

The Marketing Department of the Bank plays a critical role in generating new 
business for the Bank through customer acquisition. The Bank also takes 
initiatives in product development and promotion by creating awareness on 
products and by driving customer-centric campaigns. The products and 
services under the domain of Marketing Department can be broadly 
classified as Wealth management services.

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WEALTH MANAGEMENT SERVICES

To cater to the needs of a diverse customer base, the Bank has made 
arrangements with several companies to distribute Insurance (Life/General) 
products. The Bank acts as a corporate agent for the distribution of insurance 
products of both M/s Exide Life Insurance Company Limited and M/s Future 
Generali India Insurance Company Ltd for life insurance and general 
insurance respectively. As per the new regulation by IRDA (which is effective 
from 1st April, 2016), banks can act as Corporate Agent for more than 1 
Insurance provider subject to a maximum of 3 insurance providers - under 
Life, General and Health each. As per the approvals received from IRDA we 
have opted for Multiple Corporate Agency Model with effect from 1st April, 
2016.

The Bank has tied up with Future Generali India Insurance Company Ltd. in 
addition to our

existing partner National Insurance Company Limited for general Insurance 
and Exide Life Insurance in addition to our existing partner India First 
Insurance for Life Insurance products.  

COMPLIANCE DEPARTMENT

The Bank has institutionalized a strong compliance culture and mechanism 
across the organization, pursuant to its strategic goals of transparency and 
trust, among all its stakeholders. The

Bank has a dedicated independent Compliance Department headed by an 
Associate Vice President for ensuring regulatory and legal compliance, 
across all its businesses and operations. The key functions of this 
Department include, dissemination of key regulatory updates affecting the 
various business verticals of

the Bank, review of processes from a regulatory compliance perspective, 
provide guidance on compliance-related matters, impart training to 
employees on compliance aspects, among others.

STATUTORY AUDITORS

The appended Auditors Report is made part of this Report. Auditors Report 
contains all the information required by The Banking Regulation Act, 1949 as 
well as The Companies Act, 2013, in the manner so required for the banking 
companies and give a true and fair view of the state of affairs of the Bank as at 
31st March, 2019. 

It is submitted that no changes was made in respect of Central Statutory 
Auditors during the year, as existing Central Statutory Auditors were eligible 
for re-appointment and required approval was granted by Reserve Bank of 
India in this regard.

As regards, Branch Statutory Audit, -78- Audit firms were eligible for re-
appointment  and -18- fresh Audit firms were appointed for audit work, hence 
a total of -96- Audit firms were empanelled for conducting the Audit work for 
the FY 2018-19. 

The Central Statutory Auditors have confirmed that the Balance Sheet and 
the Profit and Loss Account have been drawn up in accordance with the 
provisions of Section 29 of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 read with 
Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Rule 7 of the Companies 
(Accounts) Rules, 2014. They also confirmed compliance of sub section (3) 
of Section 30 of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 as well as section 143(3) 
of the Companies Act, 2013. There has been no delay in transferring 
amounts, required to be transferred, to the Investor Education and 
Protection Fund by the Bank

Report on the Internal Financial Controls under Clause (i) of Sub-
section 3 of Section 143 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”)

We have audited the internal financial controls over financial reporting of The 
Nainital Bank Limited (‘the Bank’) as at 31 March 2019 in conjunction with 
our audit of the Standalone financial statements of the Bank for the year 
ended on that date.

Management’s Responsibility for Internal Financial Controls

The Board of Director is responsible for establishing and maintaining internal 
financial controls over financial reporting criteria established by the bank 
based on the circulars and instructions received from RBI and the essential 
components of internal control stated in the Guidance Note on Audit of 
Internal Financial Controls over Financial Reporting issued by the Institute of 
Chartered Accountants of India. These responsibilities include the design, 
implementation and maintenance of adequate internal financial controls that 
were operating effectively for ensuring the orderly and efficient conduct of its 
business, including adherence to Bank’s policies, the safeguarding of its 
assets, the prevention and detection of frauds and errors, the accuracy and 
completeness of the accounting records, and the timely preparation of 
reliable financial information, as required under the Act and guidelines 
issued by the Reserve bank of India.

Auditor’s Responsibility

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on the Bank’s internal financial 
controls over financial reporting based on our audit. We conducted our audit 
in accordance with the Guidance Note on Audit of Internal Financial Controls 
Over Financial Reporting (‘the Guidance Note’) and the Standards on 
Auditing (‘the Standards’), as specified under section 143(10) of the Act, to 
the extent applicable to an audit of internal financial controls, both issued by 
the ICAI. Those Standards and the Guidance Note require that we comply 
with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain 
reasonable assurance about whether adequate internal financial controls 
over financial reporting was established and maintained and if such controls 
operated effectively in all material respects.

Our audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the 
adequacy of the internal financial controls system over financial reporting 
and their operating effectiveness. Our audit of internal financial controls over 
financial reporting included obtaining an understanding of internal financial 
controls over financial reporting, assessing the risk that a material weakness 
exists, and testing and evaluating the design and operating effectiveness of 
internal control based on the assessed risk. The procedures selected 
depend on the auditor’s judgement, including the assessment of the risks of 
material misstatement of the standalone financial statements, whether due 
to fraud or error.

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and 
appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinion on the Bank’s internal 
financial controls system over financial reporting.

Meaning of Internal Financial Controls Over Financial Reporting

A Bank’s internal financial control over financial reporting is a process designed 
to provide reasonable assurance regarding the reliability of financial reporting 
and the preparation of financial statements for external purposes in accordance 
with generally accepted accounting principles. A Bank’s internal financial control 
over financial reporting includes those policies and procedures that (1) pertain to 
the maintenance of records that, in reasonable detail, accurately and fairly 
reflect the transactions and dispositions of the assets of the branch; (2) provide 
reasonable assurance that transactions are recorded as necessary to permit 
preparation of standalone financial statements in accordance with generally 
accepted accounting principles, and that receipts and expenditures of the 
branch are being made only in accordance with authorizations of management 
and directors of the bank; and (3) provide reasonable assurance regarding 
prevention or timely detection of unauthorized acquisition, use, or disposition of 
the branch’s assets that could have a material effect on the standalone financial 
statements.

Inherent Limitations of Internal Financial Controls Over Financial 
Reporting

Because of the inherent limitations of internal financial controls over financial 
reporting, including the possibility of collusion or improper management 
override of controls, material misstatements due to error or fraud may occur 
and not be detected. Also, projections of any evaluation of the internal 
financial controls over financial reporting to future periods are subject to the

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risk that the internal financial control over financial reporting may become 
inadequate because of changes in conditions, or that the degree of 
compliance with the policies or procedures may deteriorate.

Adverse Opinion

According to the information and the explanations given to us and based on 
our audit, the following weaknesses have been identified as at March 31, 
2019:

a) The bank has outsourced the Data Centre(DC) and Data 
Recovery(DR) Site to outside vendors. No system of 
verification/information system audit of the DC/DR sites has been 
framed by the bank in this regard. IT being the backbone of banking 
industry, in the absence of IT audit of DC/DR sites and outsourcing of 
such activities to third party vendors, the bank is vulnerable to Cyber 
frauds.

b) The bank has no automation with regard to determination of non-
performing assets (NPA) as per the Income Recognition and 
Classification Norms (IRAC) specified by Reserve Bank of India. The 
data from the Fincraft system (Core Banking Solution Software 
adopted by the bank) is fed into the CRISMAC system for identification 
of  NPA. No audit trail is maintained in the system in case there is a 
change in classification as done by CRISMAC after manual 
intervention. In this regard, a penalty of Rs 1 crore has been levied on 
the bank u/s 35A , 47A of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949.

c) The bank lacks an adequate system with respect to charge of additional 
interest in cases where term and conditions as prescribed by the 
sanction letter issued by the Bank are not complied with by the 
borrower.

d) The system of obtaining valuation reports is inadequate and it was 
noticed that valuation reports are not being obtained in cases of 
borrower, whose cases are pending at National Company Law 
Tribunal.

e) A s  p e r  R B I  c i r c u l a r  n o .  R B I / 2 0 1 7 - 1 8 - 1 2 9  
DBR.No.BP.BC100/21.04.048/2017-18 dated 07.02.2018, additional 
time under IRAC norms was allowed to the borrowers covered under 
MSME category. One of the conditions of the said benefit was 
recognition of interest in such accounts on cash basis. Suitable 
modification have not been ensured in the system.

A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in 
internal financial control over financial reporting, such that there is a 
reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of the company’s annual 
or interim standalone financial statements will not be prevented or detected 
on a timely basis.

In our opinion, the Bank has in all material aspects, maintained adequate 
internal financial controls over financial reporting as of March 31, 2019, 
based on the internal control over financial reporting criteria established by 
the bank considering the essential components of internal control stated in 
the Guidance Note on Audit of Internal Financial Controls Over Financial 
Reporting issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India and 
except for the possible effects of the material weaknesses described above 
on the achievement of the objectives of the control criteria, the bank’s  
internal financial controls over financial reporting were operating effectively 
as of March 31, 2019.

 We have considered the material weaknesses identified and reported above 
in determining the nature, timing, and extent of audit tests applied in our audit 
of the March 31, 2019 standalone financial statements of the bank, and 
these material weaknesses does not affect our opinion on the standalone 
financial statements of the bank.

Other Matters

(i)  Qualitative Disclosures

a. The Bank has put in place a robust Risk Management Architecture with 

due focus on Capital optimization and on profit maximization, i.e. to do 

maximum business out of the available capital which in turn maximize profit 

or return on equity. Bank is benchmarking on globally accepted sound risk 

management system, conforming to Basel III framework, enabling a more 

efficient equitable and prudent allocation of resources.

In Capital Planning process the bank reviews:

• Current capital requirement of the Bank

• The targeted and sustainable capital in terms of business strategy and 

risk appetite.

Capital needs are monitored periodically by the Internal Risk Management 

Committee comprising Top Executives. Capital requirement is projected 

annually considering the expected growth in advances, investments, 

Deposits ,NPA, Operating Profit etc. 

Bank maintains capital to cushion the risk of loss in value of exposure, 

businesses etc. so as to protect the depositors and general creditors against 

losses. Bank has a well defined Internal Capital Adequacy Assessment 

Policy (ICAAP) to comprehensively evaluate and document all risks.

In line with the guidelines of the Reserve Bank of India, the Bank has adopted 

Standardised Approach for Credit Risk, Basic Indicator Approach for 

Operational Risk and Standardized Duration Approach for Market Risk for 

computing CRAR. 

The capital requirement is affected by the economic environment, the 

regulatory requirement and by the risk arising from bank’s activities. The 

purpose of capital planning of the bank is to ensure the adequacy of capital at 

the times of changing economic conditions, even at times of economic 

recession. In capital planning process the bank reviews: 

• Current capital requirement of the bank.

• The targeted and sustainable capital in terms of business strategy and 

risk appetite.

• The future capital planning is done on a five-year outlook.

In 

cases where the outstanding balance in the principal operating account is 

less than the sanctioned limit/drawing power, but there are no credits 

continuously for 90 days as on the date of Balance Sheet or credits are not 

enough to cover the interest debited during the same period, these accounts 

are treated as  'out of order' . 

An amount due to the bank under any credit facility is ‘overdue’ if it is not paid 

on the due date fixed by the bank. 

Non Performing Assets of the Bank are further classified in to three 

categories as under:  

Sub standard Assets 

A sub standard asset would be one, which has remained NPA for a period 

less than or equal to 12 months. All the recovery measures are relevant in 

substandard assets also. If the entire overdues are recovered by way of cash 

recovery, the account can be upgraded to standard category immediately. 

Similarly, if an account is classified as NPA due to technical reasons, the 

account shall be upgraded on clearance of technical reasons. 

Doubtful Assets 

An asset would be classified as doubtful if it remained in the sub standard 

category for 12 months. Substandard and Doubtful accounts which are 

subjected to restructuring/rescheduling, can be upgraded to standard 

category only after a period of one year after the date when first payment of 

interest or of principal, whichever is earlier, falls due, subject to satisfactory 

performance during the period. 

Loss Assets 

A loss asset is one where loss has been identified by the bank or internal or 

external auditors or the RBI inspection. In Loss assets, realizable value of 

security available is not more than 10% of balance outstanding/ dues. Since 

security back up will not be available, the restructuring/ rehabilitation, if 

required, is considered with utmost care. 

Strategies and Processes:  

The bank has a well defined Loan Policy,Credit Risk Policy & Investment 

Policy covering the important areas of credit risk management as under: 

• Exposure ceilings to different sectors of the economy, different types of 

borrowers and their group and industry     

• Fair Practice Code in dispensation of credit. 

• Discretionary Lending Powers for different levels of authority of the 

bank. 

• Processes involved in dispensation of credit – pre sanction inspection, 

rejection, appraisal, sanction, documentation, monitoring, and 

recovery.   

• Fixation of pricing.

The Bank has in place a robust credit risk rating system for its credit 

exposures. An effective way to mitigate credit risks is to identify potential 

risks in a particular asset, maintain a healthy asset quality and at the same

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Valuation:

Assets obtained to secure the loans granted by the Bank are subjected to 

valuation by valuers empanelled by the Bank. Monetary limits of the 

accounts, asset classification of the borrower, which is to be subjected to 

valuation, periodicity of valuation, are prescribed in the Banks’ policy 

guidelines. Bank reviews the guidelines on valuation periodically.

Description of the main types of collateral taken by the Bank:

As the bank holds rate sensitive on and off balance-

sheets items of different maturity/repricing, currencies, markets and 

benchmark rates, and any adverse movement in these parameters exposes 

bank to interest rate risk. Interest Rate Risk in Banking Book (IRRBB) 

reveals the impact on bank’s earnings (short-term impact) and net worth 

(long-term impact) due to adverse movement of interest rates and is 

measured on a monthly basis.

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Organizational Framework

Asset Liability Management Committee (ALCO) of the Bank is responsible 
for developing, implementing and managing interest rate risk management 
strategy as per the risk tolerance established by the Board of Directors/Risk 
Management Committee. 

Strategies and Processes

The Bank strives to match the price of its assets and liabilities coupled with 
proper maturity matching in-order to reduce the gap in different time buckets 
which are maturing or getting repriced. For measurement and management 
of interest rate risk, Bank adopts both the Traditional Gap Analysis (TGA) 
and the Duration Gap Analysis (DGA) to its domestic position of assets, 
liabilities and off-balance sheet items, which are rate sensitive. 

The interest rate risk arises on account of re-pricing, yield curve change, 
basis risk. The Bank aims at capturing these risks arising from the maturity 
and re-pricing mismatches both from earnings perspective and economic 
value perspective using techniques viz.,

1. Gap Analysis : The basic tool for measuring interest rate risk 
is preparation of Interest Rate Sensitivity Statement (IRS) by grouping 
various items of Rate Sensitive Assets (RSA) and Rate Sensitive 
Liabilities (RSL) and off balance-sheet items into different time buckets 
according to the residual maturity or next re-pricing, whichever is 
earlier and arriving at the net gap (i.e., RSA - RSL).

 A positive or asset sensitive Gap means that an increase in market 
interest rates result in an increase in NII. Conversely, a negative or 
liability sensitive Gap implies that the Bank’s NII could decline as a 
result of increase in market interest rates.

2.  Earnings at Risk (EaR): Earnings at Risk (EaR) indicates whether the 
bank is in a position to benefit by the rise in interest rate by having 
positive gap or benefits by fall in interest rate by having a negative gap. 
The impact of repricing risk on the earnings due to the parallel shift in 
interest rate is assessed for different rate shocks. Impact on the 
earnings is also estimated for yield curve change and basis risk.

3. Market Value of Equity (MVE): A long-term impact of changing interest 
rates is on bank’s Market Value of Equity (MVE) or Net-worth as the 
economic value of bank’s assets, liabilities and off balance sheet 
positions get affected due to variation in market interest rates. The 
estimated drop in the Market Value of Equity (MVE) as a result of 
prescribed rate shock is estimated by the Duration Gap Analysis (DGA) 
arising from changes in the value of interest rate sensitive positions 
across the whole Bank.

(ii) Quantitative Disclosures

Earning at Risk (Traditional Gap Analysis) (Short Term): 

The immediate impact of the changes in the interest rates on net interest 
income of the bank is analyzed under this approach. The Earning at Risk is 
analyzed under different scenarios for domestic operations as under: 

• Yield curve risk: A parallel shift of 1% is assumed for assets as well as 
liabilities. 

• Bucket wise different yield changes are assumed for the assets and the 
same are applied to the liabilities as well.

(i) Qualitative Disclosures

Counterparty Credit Risk is defined as the risk that the counterparty to a 

transaction could default before the final settlement of the transaction’s cash 

flows and is the primary source of risk for derivatives and securities financing 

transactions. Unlike a Bank’s exposure to credit risk through a loan, where 

the exposure to credit risk is unilateral and only the lending bank faces the 

risk of loss, the counterparty credit risk is bilateral in nature i.e. the market 

value of the transaction can be positive or negative to either counterparty to 

the transaction and varying over time with the movement of underlying 

market factors.

An economic loss would occur if the transactions or portfolio of transactions 

with the counterparty has a positive economic value at the time of default.

Banks ensures all the due diligence are to be adhered to viz. KYC norms, 

satisfactory dealing, credit worthiness of the party before extending any 

derivative products to the party.

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SCHEDULE  17 – SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING  POLICIES  AS ON 31st 
MARCH,2019
1. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION :
 The financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost 

basis unless otherwise stated and conform to the statutory provisions 
and practices prevailing in the Banking Sector of the country.

2. INVESTMENTS:
 In accordance with Reserve Bank of India guidelines, Investments 

portfolio of the bank is classified into the under mentioned categories 
and the valuation norms, as prescribed by RBI have been applied to 
each category:

2.1.1 Held to Maturity
2.1.2 Available for Sale, and 
2.1.3 Held for Trading 

2.2. Investment under “Held to Maturity” are valued at cost of acquisition 
unless it is more than the face value in which case premium is 
amortized over the remaining maturity period of the security.

2.3. Investment held under “Available for Sale” & “Held for Trading” 
category are marked to market and valued at cost or market value 
whichever is lower. Individual scrips are valued and depreciation / 
appreciation is aggregated category wise as per the classification in 
Balance Sheet. Net depreciation is provided for and net appreciation, 
if any, is ignored.

2.4. The net provisions arising on account of depreciation in “Available for 
Sale” & “Held for Trading” is charged to Profit & Loss Account and an 
equivalent amount or the balance available in the “Investment 
Reserve Account”, whichever is less, is transferred from the 
“Investment Reserve Account” to the “Profit & Loss Appropriation 
Account”. 

 In case of excess net provision in “Available for Sale” & “Held for 
Trading”, the same is credited to Profit & Loss Account and an 
equivalent amount (net of taxes, if any, and net of transfer to Statutory 
Reserve as applicable to such excess provisions) is appropriated to 
the Investment Reserve Account.

2.5 Profit/ Loss on sale of investments are recognized in the Profit and 
Loss Account based on the weighted average cost of the related 
investments/ book value thereof.

2.6 In respect of non-performing securities (where interest / principal is in 
arrear) income is not recognized, and appropriate provision is made 
for depreciation in value of securities.

2.7 Cost of acquisition of investments excludes commission, brokerage, 
stamp duty, incentive etc.

2.8 For the purpose of valuation of Investments in “Available for Sale” & 
“Held for Trading” category, the rates declared by Primary Dealers 
Association of India (PDAI) / Fixed Income Money Market and 
Derivatives Association (FIMMDA) and quotes of Stock Exchange has 
been considered. 

 Investments for which such rates/quotes are not available are valued 
as per norms laid down by Reserve Bank of India, which are as under:

2.8.1 Equity Shares are valued as per latest Balance Sheet of the company 
(not more than 12 months), if available, otherwise are valued at Re. 1/- 
per company.

2.8.2 Investments in Mutual Funds Units are valued as per Stock Exchange 

quotation, Investment in non-quoted Mutual Fund Units are valued on 

the basis of the latest repurchase price declared by the Mutual Fund in 

respect of each particular Scheme. In case of funds with a lock-in 

period, where repurchase price/ market quote is not available, Units 

are valued at NAV. If NAV is not available, then the same are valued at 

cost, till the end of the lock-in period. Whenever the re-purchase price 

is not available, the Units are valued at the NAV of the respective 

scheme.

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2.8.3 Zero coupon bonds are valued at carrying cost i.e. acquisition cost 
plus discount accrued at the rate prevailing at the time of acquisition. 
These bonds are marked to market with reference to market value.

3. ADVANCES AND PROVISIONS THEREON:
 Advances are shown net of Interest Suspense, amount received and 

held in Suit filed Sundry  Deposits,  Margin held in form of FDR (in 
case of doubtful/loss accounts), Provisions have been made for Non 
Performing Advances in accordance with the prudential norms 
prescribed by Reserve Bank of India from time to time and Subsidy 
Reserve Fund (on Non-performing advances).

4.FIXED ASSETS:
 Fixed Assets are stated at their historical cost except certain Premises, 

which were revalued in the FY 2015-16 and are stated at revalued 

amounts in accordance with the valuation report of the approved 

valuers.The surplus on account of revaluation stands credited to 

Revaluation Reserve under the head “Capital Reserve”.

5. STAFF BENEFITS:
 Contribution to recognized Gratuity Fund, Pension Fund and Provision 

for encashment of accumulated earned leaves are accounted for on 
actuarial basis.

6. REVENUE RECOGNITION:
6.1 Income is recognized on accrual basis. In view of uncertainty of 

realization in case of Non-Performing Advances and Investments, 
such income is accounted for only on realization. 

6.2 Income from Commission (including bank guarantee), Exchange & 
Brokerage, Fees, Locker Rent and Interest on Overdue Bills is taken 
on receipt basis. 

7. DEPRECIATION:
7.1 The depreciation has been charged on the basis of useful life of asset 

as prescribed in ‘Schedule II’ of the Companies Act, 2013 (as per WDV 
Method) after taking residual value @ 5% of the cost of the respective 
assets.

 In accordance with the revision in the AS-10 ,Depreciation on revalued 
portion of Property, Plant and  Equipment, has been provided by  
charging to Statement of Profit & Loss Account instead of adjusting 
from Revaluation Reserve.

.7.2 Depreciation is charged, for full year in the year of purchase and no 
depreciation is provided/ charged in the year of sale/disposal/deletion.

7.3 Depreciation on Computers and Computer Software’s are provided on 
Straight Line Method at the rate of 33.33% in line with guidelines of 
Reserve Bank of India. 

7.4 Bank capitalizes the GST amount paid on all fixed assets purchased 
and therefore no input credit has been taken in respect of the fixed 
assets purchased during the year. 

8. TAXES ON INCOME:
 Incompliance with Accounting Standard-22 on Accounting for Taxes 

on Income issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India, 
accounting for Income tax is made after considering the effect of 
Deferred Tax assets/ liabilities. While calculating the deferred tax 
assets/ liabilities, tax rates and laws that have been enacted or 
substantively enacted as of Balance Sheet date are applied and there 
is certainty of future income.

9. CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITIES (CSR):
 According to Section 135 of the Companies Act, 2013, bank is required 

to have CSR Committee. Bank has complied with the provisions of the 
Act regarding formation of CSR committee. The bank has incurred an 
amount of Rs.10.20 Lakh during the period ending 31st March,2019 
against a total required expenditure of Rs.96.21 lakh(Rupees Ninety 
Six Lakh Twenty One thousand only) which is calculated on the basis 
of the average net profit for the last three years.

3.2   Pending completion of aforesaid reconciliation/matching, the impact of 
consequential adjustments on the accounts is not ascertainable.

4.         ADVANCES: 

4.1 Provision made for Standard Advances and Provision made in excess 
of RBI prudential norms    after meeting the write off of loss assets are 
included under the head “Other Liabilities and Provisions” except the 
accumulated balance of Rs. 312.54 Lac up to the close of the year 
1997-98 created under Section 36(1) (vii a) of the Income Tax Act, 
1961, which is continued to be shown under the head “Reserve & 
Surplus”.

4.2 In accordance with guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India, 
advances against book debts have   been included under the head

The Basel Committee for Banking Supervision (BCBS) had proposed the 

liquidity coverage ratio (LCR) in order to ensure that a bank has an adequate 

stock of unencumbered high quality liquid assets (HQLA) to survive a 

significant liquidity stress lasting for a period of 30 days. LCR is defined as a 

ratio of HQLA to the total net cash outflows estimated for the next 30 calendar 

days. As per the RBI guidelines the minimum LCR required to be maintained 

by banks shall be implemented in the phased manner from January 1, 2015 

as given below.

Assets are considered to be high quality liquid assets if they can be easily 

and immediately converted into cash at little or no loss of value. 

Bank’s composition of HQLA mainly consists of government securities in 

excess of minimum Statutory Liquidity Ratio (SLR), the extent allowed under 

the Marginal Standing Facility (MSF) and the Facility to Avail Liquidity for 

LCR (FALLCR). Additionally, cash, balances in excess of cash reserve 

requirement with RBI. Level 2 HQLA primarily consisted of AA- and above 

rated corporate bonds and commercial papers.

Bank’s Cash Outflow mainly consists of Retail Deposit, Unsecured 

Wholesale Funding, Funding from other legal entity customers, Undrawn 

Committed Credit & Liquidity Facilities, Guarantees Letter Of Credit & Trade 

Finance, and Other Contractual Outflows.

The cash Inflow mainly consists of amount received from Retail & Small 

Business Counter parties, amount to be received from Non-Financial 

Wholesale Counter parties, amount to be received from Financial Institutions 

& RBI, and from Other Contractual Cash Inflows.

The net cash outflows are calculated by applying RBI prescribed outflow 

factors to the various categories of liabilities as well as to undrawn 

commitments, partially offset by inflows from assets maturing within 30 days.

The average LCR was at 189.66% for 2017-18 which stands as 267.92% for 

2018-19 comfortably above RBI prescribed minimum requirement. The 

average HQLA were Rs. 12,018,843,101 in 2017-2018 & Rs. 

12,347,730,127 in 2018-19. The average cash outflows were Rs. 

14,859,685,246  in 2017-18 & Rs. 13,382,531,393  in 2018-2019. Similarly, 

the average cash inflows for 2017-2018 were Rs. 8,522,708,159  & Rs. 

8,773,842,264  in 2018-2019. The total net cash inflows for 2017-2018 were 

Rs. 6,336,977,088 & Rs. 4,608,689,129  in 2018-2019.

XI. IMPLEMENTATION OF INDIAN ACCOUNTING STANDARDS (IND 

AS):

In terms of RBI circular No.DBR.BP.BC No.76/21.07.001/2015-16 dated 

February 11,2016 banks were required to implement with the Indian 

Accounting Standard (Ind AS) for financial statements for accounting periods 

beginning from April 1, 2018 onwards, with comparatives for the periods 

ending March 31,2018 or thereafter. Banks were further instructed to assess 

the impact of the Ind AS implementation on their financial position including 

the adequacy of capital, taking into account the Basel III capital requirements 

and place quarterly progress reports to their Boards. Banks also need to be in 

preparedness to submit proforma Ind AS financial statements to the reserve 

bank from the half year ended September 30,2016 onwards. In compliance 

with the said circular, the bank has formed a Steering Committee headed by 

the General Manager and report to the Audit Committee of the bank. Bank is 

submitting  Performa for IND AS statements starting from the half year ended 

30th September, 2016 onwards to RBI on a regular basis.

Further Reserve Bank of India notified on March 22, 2019 that it had decided 

to defer the implementation of Indian Accounting Standards (IndAS) till 

further notice, however RBI has instructed the Banks to submit INDAS 

Performa  quarterly  on a regular basis. Last such performa for the quarter 

ended 31.12.2018 has been sent to RBI within due time.

XIII. DIGITIZATION OF THE BANK :

With a view to oppose the Digital Venture in 

the Bank, a few office bearers of Nainital Bank Officers Association had filed a 

petition before Committee of Petitions, Lok Sabha. After long deliberations 

the Committee of Petitions had submitted its report on 18.12.2018 to Ministry 

of Finance (Department of Financial Services) with recommendations to 

permanently scrap the DV project and at the same time, to make efforts to 

extend the existing Digital Banking Project of Bank of Baroda in The Nainital 

Bank Limited. In the meantime all the six persons appointed as DV team 

members in the bank have left the project and there is no activity in the DV 

project of the bank as on date. Bank has incurred an expenditure of Rs 2.07 

Crores on Digital Venture in the financial year 2018-19.
